
Indoor Water Conservation 
 

• #1 

When washing dishes by hand, don't let 

the water run while rinsing. Fill one sink 

with wash water and the other with rinse 

water.  

• #2 

Run your washing machine and 
dishwasher only when they are 
full and you could save 1000 
gallons a month.  

• #3 

Use the garbage disposal sparingly. 

Compost instead and save gallons every 

time.  

• #4 
   
For cold drinks keep a 
pitcher of water in the 
refrigerator instead of 
running the tap. This 
way, every drop goes 
down you and not the 
drain. 

• #5 

Wash your produce in the sink or a pan 

that is partially filled with water instead of 

running water from the tap.  

 

• #6 

If your shower can 
fill a one-gallon 
bucket in less than 
20 seconds, then 
replace it with a 
water-efficient 
showerhead.  

• #7 

Collect the water you use for rinsing 

produce and reuse it to water 

houseplants.  

• #8 

When you shop for a new appliance, 
consider one offering cycle and 
load size adjustments. They are 
more water and energy-efficient 
than older appliances.  

• #9 

Time your shower to keep it under 5 

minutes. You'll save up to 1000 gallons a 

month.  

• #10 

Teach your children to turn the faucets off 

tightly after each use.  
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• #36 

Turn off the 
water while 
you shave and 
you can save 
more than 100 
gallons a 
week.  

• #37 

When you give your pet fresh water, don't 

throw the old water down the drain. Use 

it to water your trees or shrubs.  

• #38 

If you accidentally drop ice 
cubes when filling your glass from 
the freezer, don't throw them in 
the sink. Drop them in a house 
plant instead.  

• #39 

To save water and time, consider washing 

your face or brushing your teeth while in 

the shower.  

• #40 

While staying in a hotel or even at 
home, consider reusing your 
towels.  

 

 

• #41 

Throw trimmings and peelings from fruits 

and vegetables into your yard compost to 

prevent from using the garbage disposal. 

  

• #42 

Keep a 
bucket in the 
shower to 
catch water 
as it warms 
up or runs. 
Use this 
water for your pet’s water bowl 
or to water plants.
